After the filming of Pat Garrett & Billy The
Kid Dylan decides to relocate his home & family to Malibu, California. In the summer Dylan
meets Robbie Robertson who also has moved to Malibu and plans for the first tour in seven
years start to take shape. Dylan's contract with Columbia expires and instead of renewing, he
signs with David Geffen's Asylum Records. A new album with The Band, Planet Wavesis
recorded isjust over aweek in November.
